ADVERTISING
Advertising is permitted in accordance with ISAF Regulation 20 and SCIRA rules.
Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing authority.

ENTRY AND ELIGIBILITY

This regatta is open to SCIRA registered boats and Class Member skippers
No skipper shall be eligible to enter unless:

a. they possess and present a current Class Membership Card, or

b.  SCIRA-issued equivalent, or

c. show as current member in the SCIRA Official Online Database.

REGISTRATION

Registration for a Gold Division, a Silver Division, and a Junior Division will be available however all boats

will race as one fleet.

a. Registration to the Silver Division is optional and is intended for less experienced sailors or older
boats that are not JibeTech or Persson (i.e., McLaughlin, Eclipse, Mueller, Skipper etc).

b.  Registration to the Junior Division is for junior sailors as defined by SCIRA. Junior sailors is defined
to be for skippers and crews not turning 21 in the year of the event.

Races will be sailed on the Chesapeake Bay in area designated by the Race Committee.

COURSES
The courses to be sailed are the Class approved courses for Sanctioned regattas as published in the
current SCIRA Official Rulebook and SCIRA web site.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio
communications not available to all boats.

This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

The
organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death
sustained in conjunction with, prior to, during, or after the regatta.
